Project for Probability & Statistics
Unit: “Statistics”

Each student will research statistical bias and write a short research paper on it. The paper should include (1) what bias is, (2) how the different types of bias are created in sampling, (3) how bias can skew the results, and (4) how bias can be minimized. 

Papers must be typed using standard formatting, have at least two pages of text (not counting any images used), and cite all sources used. The paper needs to contain an introduction, several body paragraphs that answer the above questions, and a conclusion that creatively summarizes and synthesizes the body. (The conclusion should not regurgitate the topic sentences of each of the body paragraphs but nor should it include brand new facts. It should synthesize the information in the body paragraphs and demonstrate that the information has been understood and analyzed. In other words, you need to use the body information to draw a valid conclusion.)
